Meeting called to order at 7:34 P.M. The current BOD was introduced as were the members attending.
Mike College presented articles and photographs from the SCSC’s original dedication and the rededication of the new pool. He is requesting that they be archived by the BOD. Discussion held over membership number 3 from the original members of the pool. This is a single person membership and as such is entitled to bring one guest each time free of guest fees per bylaws. He is requesting that there be a change in the bylaws in this case to allow the member to bring both of her grandchildren without incurring guest fees. This would have to be voted by membership as a bylaw change. We will first have to check what impact this would have in regard to how many families there are who have been members for twenty or more years.

Lou Popa addressed some issues with DRD and pool management. As we all know there are some problems in regard to the pool manager and the lifeguards. Mr. Popa was assured that we  are looking into this matter already and it will be a priority issue with the incoming BOD. It was felt that some lifeguards were working too many hours in addition to having a much higher lifeguard attrition rate this year. Overall the new pool management did a great job as did the new snack bar owners. A discussion will be held with DRD regarding closure procedures for spills in the pool including blood, vomit, and stool both formed and unformed. Each guard must be aware of these procedures for consistency.
Other issues discussed were the increased booking of the Clubroom. This is still in the learning curve stage as to utilities cost, etc. The kitchen is rented weekly for a private party making school lunches. This is a one year contract so that we can ascertain whether the fees cover the increased utility usage. In general the pool was felt to be running well, the grounds were thought to be cleaner, the bathrooms thought to be smelling better, and there were no big issues in regard to lap lanes this year.
Voting was completed and the top two winners were Mollie McCormick and Dan Regan who will be on the BOD for new terms.
